· A January/February meeting is needed. Late spring is too late for the GDE. We require time for our re-baseline exercise and reviews before the July meeting in Paris.

· China and Korea are based on the lunar year so mid Feb. may be impossible.

· Paris meeting date is set and cannot be changed.

· Re-baseline may not need to be done in a large scale workshop; a smaller meeting may be possible.

· No strict date for the ECFA2010 meeting has been set. It could be fall 2010 at CERN.

Stimulus Package – US

· 8 billions passed for the new stimulus package

· There is support for science. It is a mix of projects to put people back to work.
· Physical sciences were well supported. Large amounts to Space, NIST and NSF.

· 1.5billion to the office of science. 300 million to HEP with ~200 million going to FNAL. 

· ILC does not qualify for funding since we are considered “pre-project”. There is a significant boost to the US SCRF program and this will help S2 in the US. 

· Money needs to be obligated in 120 days. 

· Question of SCRF lead is discussed and what the proper plan should be. (JLAB)
