There has been a lively discussion of the Detector Roadmap within the World Wide Study. We have been gathering reactions to a draft, but the problem is getting a consensus. The clear message from the ILCSC is we need to produce a roadmap to 2 EDRs in 2010.
What is being done:

1. Plan for 2 EDRs by 2010

2. International Detector Advisory Group – similar to the ITRP and MAC 

3. Engineering Design Effort: this effort is priority. Jim Brau put together a charge for the detector advisory committee, membership is not defined.

A panel to coordinate studies of jet reconstruction is being planned.
A Roadmap Working Group, with representation from all concepts, is meeting bi-weekely.  There is a consensus for an EDR by 2010, with some issues. It is important to have flexible framework which allows experimentalists to join later and still be able to make contributions.
Attempting to have progress on roadmap plan by LCWS. Intense R&D will need to continue. There are 4 concepts now and will not be easy to convert to 2 EDR’s. EDR’s must remain open to new ideas from joining groups. The Roadmap Working Group may make progress. Scenarios will be discussed internally.

How do we unify 4 concepts into 2 TDRs? How do we proceed? We need to define what is meant by an EDR. The GDE also needs to define EDR. WWS will draft  definition of EDR. Would like to communicate with GDE EDR Task force. This is encouraged and should contact Marc Ross. Possible 1 person can observe in weekly meetings. EC has no objection to WWS interaction.
Advisory Group:

GDE MAC is more of a review than an advisory group. MAC reports to ILCSC/ICFA. We have set charges and reviews. They are not advisors. We don’t get advice. WWS – the charge of advisory group reporting to ILCSC need to be looked at.
