· NSF budget has gone up. 3B to the NSF with 2B for grants. Grant backlog at NSF is large and this will assist with that backlog. It is not applicable to the ILC. Will help with University infrastructure which is good for the detector community. 

· 120 days spending does not apply here. Money must be spent by Sept. 2010. This applies to DOE as well.

· NSB saw budget pass back for 2010. We should see details next week. Important for science in continuation in 2010. Very encouraging.
